(2) Failure to live up to God'’s standard of holy perfection (sin) has
resulted in separation from God that will last forever for everyone
who does not believe. (Romans 3:23, 6:23)

(3) To solve the problem of sin that separates you from God, God sent
His Son, Jesus Christ, to pay the penalty for your sin by dying on the
cross. (1 Peter 3:18)

(4) Everyone who makes a personal decision to trust in Jesus Christ
alone as their Savior from sin receives forgiveness from sin and enters
God's forever family. (John 1:12)

If you want fo make the decision today to begin a relationship with
God, you can express your faith in Christ by personally praying the
following:

“Father, thank You for loving me and wanting a relationship with me. |
admit that | have sinned and that | need a Savior. | believe that Your
Son, Jesus, died on the cross to pay for my sins. | frust Jesus alone as my
